Navy Public Works Center Great Lakes Wins CA 

PWC employees continue in-house maintenance support

GREAT LAKES, IL - The Navy announced on Thursday, 24 June 2004 that it would continue performing in-house maintenance facility support services at Naval Station Great Lakes, Illinois with Navy Public Works Center (PWC) Great Lakes.  The decision to retain the performance of the functions in the government was made after a detailed study indicated it was more cost effective to continue to perform the functions with Government personnel than by contract.  

PWC personnel currently provide base support for all in-house repair and alterations of facilities, heating ventilation air conditioning (HVAC) and refrigeration plants.  Support is also provided for utility distribution systems, maintenance and repair of roads and grounds, vehicle equipment maintenance/operations, and other mission support and maintenance functions at Great Lakes Naval Station located in Lake County, Illinois under the cognizance of the Navy Public Works Center Great Lakes.

Currently there are 325 Navy civilian personnel performing the functions. As a result of efficiencies identified in this study Navy expects that some of these positions will be eliminated.  “I am exceptionally proud of our team,” said Captain Tom Bersson, Commanding Officer of the Navy Public Works Center.  “This decision clearly shows that they provide the best value for the taxpayers and our Navy.”  Any civilian employees affected by this decision will receive assistance from federal placement programs in obtaining transfer or reassignment to other positions in the Department of Defense or to other federal agencies. 
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
